We would like to extend an invitation for you to join us at the 6th Annual Michigan Pirate Festival this August 10-12, 2012 in Grand Haven Michigan.
This year will be a new experience for everyone involved. Our theme “Pirates Thru the Ages” is a new twist combining historical piracy and pirates from popular fiction, pirate hunters and historical figures from the Roman era thru the Civil war.  
We have outgrown Central Park and have moved to Harbor Island to accommodate our much larger size. In addition to several period encampments, an expanded children’s area, a full sized combat field with cannons, catapults, and a ballista, we have also added a mundane camping area for vendors right on site. 
Our fees have been reduced this year to $60, nearly half that of previous years, and we’ve added an extra day on Friday. Set up begins Friday morning with the festival opening to the public Friday evening. We are no longer limiting booth spaces to a specific size which allows for greater flexibility to meet your needs.
This is a non-juried event and we welcome all vendors of historical and non-historical wares.
Vendor spaces are filling up quickly, so fill out the application and return it with a check or Paypal payment to reserve your space while it is still available. We look forward to seeing you there!

Encampments: Consist of 3 or more tents depicting a specific culture in a period of history (ie, a group of Vikings, a military unit encampment, etc.)
Vendor Booth: If you are selling anything, you are considered a vendor booth. 
Mundania Camping: Rustic camp sites available for overnight lodging. Please specify size of camping tent/trailer/camper on application.  
*Vendors & Encampments may sleep in their period booth/tents free of charge.  For those requiring separate spaces for campers/trailers/etc is available in Mundania for $30 for Friday 10:00 am through Sunday 7:00 pm.
Living History Site:  Is a display area/tent of a historical scene. Please specify size of space needed for your site.
Demonstrator: Demonstrators must provide approved scheduled performance/demonstrations that encourage crowd participation & learning. 
Fires: No fires in Mundania allowed. Encampment & Living history demonstration fires are only allowed by special permission. Each tent with a fire must have a fire extinguisher on site.  
Clean-up:  We ask all participants to clean up after themselves. The park must be left as if you were never there. You are responsible for your own trash.  You must be completely cleaned up &removed from the site by Sunday at 8:00 pm.
Weapons Policy:  No live fire firearms, including black powder, unless participating in a live-fire show.  Blades must remain sheathed unless special permission is obtained in advance.
